Re:  Police Department Activity Report

During September of 2015, our Police Department activity included:

e Four (4) Felony arrests, which included:
o A subject who was arrested before he attempted to rob a local business*;
o A subject who was arrested for drug trafficking*; and
o A subject who was arrested for possession of drugs and drug abuse instruments.

e Twenty-three (23) Misdemeanor arrests, which included:
o Several subjects who pawned property that had been stolen from a residents’ cars & yards;
o Several subjects arrested on drug charges, relating to heroin overdose; and
o A subject who was arrested after having passed counterfeit bills at local businesses.

e Twenty-nine (29) Traffic charges, including:
o Seven (7) arrests for Driving Under Suspension; and
o Ten (10) cited for Speeding.

* Twenty-one (21) arrests of subjects who had outstanding warrants from other Jurisdictions, including
two on Felony warrants.

Cases of note (*):

o After being dispatched to two subjects in hoodies “casing” a local business, Sergeant Fenster located
one of them hiding a short distance away. When he found the suspect, he had both hoodies with masks
in the pockets, and an object that resembled a firearm.

* Upon responding to the report of a Burglary, Officer Ehler observed a suspect running from the scene,
and gave chase. In spite of being injured in the chase, Ehler caught the suspect. Property recovered from
the suspect included a loaded handgun & several packages of drugs (prepared for sale).
