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The regular session of Council was called to order at 7:32P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance and a
moment of silence.

For each alarm call, the city is charged
a dispatch fee.  Mr. Braun asked if there was a way to research what other cities do, possibly charging
businesses for excessive calls.  President McKinney asked Mr. Sunderhaus if he could review this in
his Police and Fire Committee.

Once the presentations are made to the committee, a recommendation will be made and
public hearings may be scheduled.
