Motion to suspend the rules was made by Mr. Sunderhaus, with
a second by Mr. Martin. Motion carried with a 6-0 roll call vote. Motion to adopt was made by Mr. Clark, with a
second by Mr. Sunderhaus. Motion carried with a 6-0 roll call vote.

Safety Services Director’s Report: Mr. Braun reports that we should be expecting a 2.5% increase in natural gas
prices. Interactive Health Grant has made it through the second round. Funds would cover additional fitness
equipment at Harvest Home Park, and also an ADA approved lift for Cheviot Pool. SCIP funds will not be available
for improvements/upgrades to Westwood Northern and School Section, however, Robb Avenue WILL be funded.

Law Director’s Report: Mutual Aid agreement and the AG collection agreement should be ready by the next
meeting of council.

Motion
carried with a 6-0 voice vote.
